Also present at the Board Meeting were John Avila, District Manager, Michelle Dempsey,
Operations Director, and Chad M. Lew, counsel for the District.

Agenda Item No. 1: Citizen Comments.
Charlic Pitigliano opened the floor to citizen comments, but there were no comments from the

public.

Agenda Item No. 2: Review Minutes of October 9, 2018, Board of Trustees Meeting.

The minutes of the meeting held on October 9, 2018, were presented to the board in writing and
reviewed.

Safety & Resource Fair.

Agenda Item No. 6: District’s Fleet Status or 2019.
John reviewed with the board the age and mileage of the District’s vehicle fleet. He advised that
some of the District’s vehicles will need to be replaced in the near future duc to age and mileage.

Agenda Item No. 8: Discussion, Consideration and Potential Action on Resolution 2018-02 to
Adopt Amended Conflict of Interest Code.

Chad reviewed with the board the District’s proposed amended conflict of interest code. After some
discussion, upon a motion duly made by Chuck Mayer, seconded by Robert Clark, the board moved
to adopt Resolution 2018-02, a resolution adopting an amended conflict of interest code, with
Charlie Pitigliano, Chuck Mayer, Robert Clark and Pat Nunes, voting yes, with zero no votes, and
Robert Uchita and Stan Creelman absent.

Agenda Item No. 9: Aedes Aegypti KDR “Knockdown Resistance Assay” Results.

John reviewed with the board the results of the Aedes Aegypti Knockdown Results Assay for the 48
specimens that the District sent in for testing. The results showed pesticide resistence in the
specimens testes, and the report recommended pesticide product rotation, application of mixtures
of insecticide classes, mosaic applications of insecticides, and implementation of multiple
intervention types of infested areas.

Agenda Item No. 10: Discussion to Cancel December 11" meeting and Schedule a Special Board
Meeting to Coincide with Annual Christmas Lunch.

John discussed with the board the possibility of cancelling the normal meeting of the board in
December 2018, and scheduling a special board meeting to coincide with the District’s annual
Christmas lunch on December 7, 2018.

Agenda Item No. 11: Report on Progress in Replacing City of Visalia’s Board Representative.
John introduced Chuck Mayer, the newly appointed trustee appointed by the City of Visalia, to fill
the vacancy created by the resignation of Sherry Champagne.

Weekly Update

Humans

West Nile virus

A total of 7 human cases of West Nile virus (WNV) illness were reported this week from 3 counties: Fresno (5), Kem (1),
and Tulare (1). In 2018, a total of 189 human WNV cases have been reported from 31 counties. Of the 189 case patients,
133 (70%) had neuroinvasive illness and 8 (4.4%) fatalities have been reported. The median age of the individuals is 60
years (range: 1— 91 years) and 121 (64%) are male. Dates of symptom onset ranged from May 6 — October 28. In addition
to the 182 cases, 21 asymptomatic infections have been reported from Butte (5), Contra Costa (2), Fresno (1), Los
Angeles (4), Orange (2), Riverside (1), Sacramento (1), San Joaquin (1), Stanislaus (3), and Yolo (1) countics. At this
time last year, 489 human WNYV cases had been reported from 26 counties.

St. Louis encephalitis virug
No new cases were reported this week. In 2018, one human case of St. Louis encephalitis virus (SLEV) disease has been
reported from Los Angeles County. At this time last year, one human SLEV case had been reported from one county.

Dead Birds
One WNV positive dead bird was reported from Santa Clara County this week. In 2018, a total of 498 WNV positive dead
birds have been reported from 21 counties. At this time last year, 505 WNV positive dead birds had been reported from 39

counties.

Mosquito Pools

West Nile virus

A tota] of 3 WNV positive mosquito pools were reported this week from Los Angeles County. In 2018, 1,963 mosquito
pools have tested positive for WNV from 29 counties. At this time last year, 3,370 WNV positive mosquito pools had

been reported from 26 counties.

St. Louis encephalitis virus
No SLEV positive mosquito pools were reported this week. In 2018, 387 SLEV positive mosquito pools have been

reported from 8 counties: Fresno (56), Imperial (3), Kern (65), Kings (30), Los Angeles (1), Madera (14), Riverside (56),
and Tulare (162). At this time last year, 179 SLEV positive mosquito pools had been reported from 14 counties.

Sentinel Chickens

West Nile virus

A total of 2 WNV seroconversions were reported this week from Los Angeles County. In 2018, 163 WNV positive
chickens have been reported from 16 counties. At this time last year, 305 WNV positive chickens had been reported from

18 counties.

St. Louis encephalitis virus
No SLEV seroconversions were reported this week. In 2018, one sentinel chicken has tested positive for SLEV from

Merced County. At this time last year, 9 SLEV positive chickens had been reported from 3 counties.
